Preservation of your privacy is important to the CTfC and we are committed to letting you know how we use your personal information and to making responsible use of your data. 

CTfC (‘we’ in this document) is a charity registered in England and Wales; registered charity number: 1128091. We aim to provide help and support for the care, conservation and sustainable development of church buildings across Cumbria. 
Your personal data – what is it?

‘Personal data’ is any information that can be used to identify you. (for example a name, photographs, videos, email address, or address).  

Identification can be by the information alone, or in conjunction with any other information in the data controller’s possession or likely to come into such possession. 
The processing of personal data is governed by the General Data Protection Regulation 2016/679 (the “GDPR”) and other legislation relating to personal data and rights such as the Human Rights Act 1998.
Information about you
We will collect personal information from you when you or your organisation enquire about our activities or enlist our support, for example the provision of news and information; church tourism; events or training activities held by the CTfC or other organisations that relate to the care, conservation and sustainable development of church buildings.  The data may include your name, title, email address, physical address, telephone numbers and job title. We may also ask for some additional, non-personal information. 

Our use of this information 
We only keep the information we need to carry out our work and achieve our aims.  Your personal information will only be used to process your requests, and to provide you with any relevant information we think you may be interested in. 

We will not sell your information to any other parties.  It will only be shared with third parties where it is necessary for us to carry out our aims, or where you have given us your consent.  This may include the relevant church body; ecumenical partners; agents or contractors (e.g. Architects); other persons or organisations inolved in the care, conservation and sustainable development of church buildings. 

We will only keep data for as long as we need it. You can contact us at any time to request or change the data we hold and to change the way you want to be contacted.  You also have the right to withdraw consent to processing and the right to lodge complaints with the Information Commissioners Office.
Security 

We will take reasonable precautions to prevent the loss, misuse or alteration of information you give us. 

Communications from us may be sent by e-mail. For ease of use and compatibility, communications (other than payments where applicable) will not be sent in an encrypted form unless you require it and provide the certification to enable us to communicate with you in that way. E-mail unless encrypted is not a fully secure means of communication. Whilst we endeavour to keep our systems and communications protected against viruses and other harmful effects we cannot bear responsibility for all communications being virus-free.
